RACL Carpool and Parking Policy

There are two zones for “Teacher and staff parking only”. There are 5 parking zones for
parents to park(l, II, lll, IV, V). Note that pulling cars back is NOT allowed during peak
time:

1. If you have already parked your car in zones |-V, you are not allowed to pull your car
back from 8:50 -9:30 AM (dropping time).

2. Similarly, your car is not allowed to pull back from 11:10-11:25 AM (pick up time).

3. Before 8:50 AM or between 9:30-11:10 AM and after 11:25AM, parents can freely park,
pull back or leave zones I-V.

4. We have 9-10 safety volunteers to help instruct carpool and guard students’ safety.
All parents must follow safety volunteers’ instructions.

5. No cars can enter or exit from Glenwood Ave. No short cut from “Jordan Child &
Family” parking lot by entering from Glenwood Ave. No cars can park at “Methodist
Home For Children” or “Jordan Child & Family” parking lots.

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High School FAQ—the words of RACL'’s
High School Students

Q: when is the best year to take AP Chinese?

A: ..when the grasp of the language is proficient enough. | took it in freshman year, as | was able to take
AP Chinese both at Chinese school and at my high school. This also allowed me to use Chinese as my
foreign language credit, and by continuing to IB Chinese in my sophomore year, | complete my foreign
language requirements for high school. Of course, by this time, I've had over 10 years of Chinese school
under my belt, so my grasp of the language was sufficient to get a 5 on the exam.

A: ..depending on a lot of factors, such as Chinese school, how much you hear it and use it daily, etc.
A: ..freshman year.
A: ..sophomore year, but if your Chinese is really good, then freshman year.

A: ..not really any particular year, but it depends most on your confidence in your Chinese and
knowledge of the culture.

Q: what is your motivation for taking AP classes?

A: ..stereotypically speaking, by taking AP classes and the AP exams, you shine your transcripts and
make yourself look very good to colleges. I'm not deviating from this answer. AP classes are, of course,
advanced classes. Many of them, such as AP World History, AP US History, AP Chemistry, or AP
Environmental Science are extremely time consuming, and by excelling in these courses, you show
colleges and academic programs that you are an excellent learner, and you manage your time and
workload very well.

A: ..I'm genuinely interested in each class | take. It just happens that those classes are AP. | see it as a
good thing since | know | will be challenged (at least by the actual exam) and pushed to succeed and
develop a deep level of understanding.

A: ..for college credit, and the courses are also challenging.
A: ..it's a challenge, you get to be in a better environment with other students, and of course, points.
A: ..it challenges my mind, and helps my GPA.

A: ..l want to achieve the highest level | can.



Q: how do GPA and class rank affect you, your behavior, and
mindset?

A: ..GPA and class rank places some pressure upon my learning experience; they pressure me to choose
higher "value" classes, including Honors level and AP level classes. This distracts many students from
taking courses that they are truly interested in. Another student informed me that she believed that the
competition at our magnet high school was much higher than the competition at their school, which is
mostly due to the lack of a class rank at their school.

A: ..my school has no class rank. GPA, maybe in terms of course selection, but that's all. Obviously, |
would try to get good grades due to these factors.

A: ...this definitely adds competition, but | try my best not to take it too seriously.

A: ..it makes me more competitive and it gives a numerical number to my "success”, so it gives me a
more objective goal.

A: ..it encourages me and pushes me to work harder and be more focused.

A: ..l don’t let this affect me.

Q: describe the ideal occupation you could have, and how you
would reach that goal.

A: ..the same thing every boy wants—some entrepreneurial software stuff in Silicon Valley. The simple
truth is that education is a shortcut through life. Extending one's effort for a few years in the education
system gets one farther ahead than a great measure of work later in life does. Just the weight your
university's name carries on job application or even when mentioned in passing really makes others
assume you are competent to some level. Ideally, | would go to a top 5 school and study computer
science and marketing since I'm genuinely interested in both. That path allows me to both hold a good
secure job at, i.e. SAS, or create my own business and grow it enormously.

A: I've always enjoyed working in a lab, so | suppose | could work as a researcher. Unfortunately, doing
the grunt work does not have as many benefits as working as a white-collar worker. I'd also like to be
remembered for my work during my lifetime, so | believe my ideal occupation would be somewhere
along the lines of a high-ranking researcher of an important topic.

A: ..my ideal occupation would be one where | did something | liked, had a good income, and am able
to travel a lot. I'm working to reach that goal by looking into what occupations allow for me to do that.

A: .. would like to be a biomedical engineer, and | would reach this goal by going to a good college and
pushing myself harder every day ©

A: ..I'm not sure yet—and that’s okay!
