WAIVER OF LIABILITY / CONSENT TO PARTICIPATE
I/We, the undersigned parents/guardian, understand that physical contact is made during soccer training and matches and that I/We and the player accept the inherent risks. My son/daughter is in good health and able to fully participate in RACL soccer programs and activities (The Program). I hereby give my permission for him/her to participate in The Program. Further, recognizing the possibility of physical  injury associated with (The Program), I/We hereby release, discharge and/or otherwise indemnify RACL SoccerStar, its management & coaches and other volunteers, and its affiliated organizations and sponsors, their associated personnel, including the owners of the fields and facilities utilized for the Programs, against any claim by or on behalf of the registrant as a result of the registrant’s participation in The Program. 

Nondiscrimination 

SoccerStar is a nonprofit organization under RACL that does not discriminate anyone based on race, color, religion, nationality and ethnic origin in administration of its educational policies, admission policies and programs.

Admission 

Players must meet one of the following requirements to be eligible for admission:

a. at least 5 years old on or before October 16th for the Fall season of the school year.

b. has passed an interview with the head coach, and performed well in one trial practice

In addition to the above requirements, new players will also be assessed in terms of their soccer skills by the coach of the team they are interested in. 

When there is a limitation in team vacancy, a child's name can be put on a waiting list.  Any vacancy available will be released to applicants on the waiting list on a first-come-first-served basis. 

Calendar 

SoccerStar follows the calendar of RACL activity class as weather permits. Two seasons each fiscal year: spring and fall. 

Registration fee

Registration fee will be determined by SoccerStar committee on a yearly basis. The registration fee covers SoccerStar operating costs and should be paid at the time of registration. Registration fee is waived for children of volunteer coaches.
SoccerStar allows the player to withdraw from any team during the first and second practice of each season and the registration fee can be 100% refunded before the third practice of each season. No refund will be made after the 3rd practice of the season or if a player is expelled from the team. 

Team size

Depending on enrollment, there could be more than one team for each age group. The desired team size is between 10 to 12 players. If certain team sizes fall below the minimum requirements, SoccerStar reserves the right to cancel the team. All players of the canceled team will be reassigned or fully refunded on the unused part of the registration fee. 

Parent Rules
To ensure a productive and safe learning environment, all parents/guardians have the ultimate responsibility to follow the parent rules issued by SoccerStar.  All parents/guardians will be required to understand and sign the following consent agreement at registration:         
· All parents/guardians voluntarily send their child(ren) to SoccerStar and waive all liability claims against the SoccerStar and its personnel. 
· Parents or guardians should accompany their child(ren) to the practice field and sign-in every practice day.  Arrive to field as early as 10 minutes before the practice starts.

· Parents/guardians should pick up player and sign-out before 12:00pm. SoccerStar will begin to assess a $10 fee after the pickup deadline.
· Parents/guardians should pay attention to their own good manners, at all times during SoccerStar practices.    
· Parents/guardians are liable to any and all property damages caused by their child(ren).  
· Parents/guardians of players in 3rd grade and younger must stay at the field during the practice.  Parents/guardians of older players are also encouraged to cheer the team and help coaches. 
· Parents/guardians should remind their child(ren) to follow all the Player Rules of SoccerStar.  Parents/guardians should cooperate with coaches to address any concerns regarding their child(ren)’s behavior during practice.  
· Parents/guardians have the rights to raise concerns or provide suggestions for coaching, school management, and improvement. Please send your messages to team parent(s), who will submit the parents' comments to the committee as suggestions on how to improve SoccerStar’s operations. 
· SoccerStar allows withdrawal from the team only during the first two practices of the season and the registration fee can be 100% refunded before the 3rd practice of each season. No refund will be made after the 3rd practice week of the season or if a player is expelled from SoccerStar.

· Parents/guardians need to check the emails or contact the head coach directly prior to the practice/game if the weather is unpromising. A cancellation may be issued due to the inclement weather.

Player Rules
· Attend on time.
· Wear team uniform/shinguards/soccer shoes, and bring soccer ball/water bottle to practice/game. Please consult the head coach regarding the size of the ball for each team.
· Follow coaches’ directions.

· Clean up trash before leaving.

Consequences

Each violation may result in a formal warning from SoccerStar. After giving two warnings to an individual player, SoccerStar reserves the right to expel the player from SoccerStar without refund of tuition.
· Without prior approval of the team coach, players who are more than 15 minutes late will not be allowed to participate in the practice/game.

· Without the approval of the team coach, players who miss more than 4 practices in a season are automatically dropped from the team, and will not be eligible to participate in remaining practice, games with Chapel Hill teams and other end of season activities.
